Thank you all for the many thoughts, prayers and kind gestures 
at the time of my mom’s death. As you know, mom (Isabel 
Heim Burkard) was 103 years old in July. Although she had 
been blind for the past 40 years or so, she had no other serious 
medical conditions. Her mind was clear right up to the end. She 
remembered everything. Over the past two months she grew 
steadily weaker and weaker. Finally, her body just gave out. On 
the evening of August 14, she took a serious turn for the worse. 
I and my brother and sisters gathered with her and spent the 
evening talking to her and praying with her as she dozed off and 
on. She fell asleep around midnight. We all went home, except 
for my sister, Sister Pat, who stayed with mom through the 
night. Mom passed away peacefully in her sleep somewhere 
around 5:00 a.m. on the morning of August 15, the feast of the 
Assumption of Mary into Heaven. This feast of the Assumption 
is the name of the parish church in which we all grew up – St. 
Mary of the Assumption, in Swormville/East Amherst. It had 
been mom’s church all of her life. We were blessed to have had 
her for so many years, in relative good health. As you can 
imagine, we will miss her greatly. Again, thanks for your many, 
many acts of kindness over the days of her wake and funeral, 
and beyond.

Sacrament of Baptism: 
Our Parish offers a special Pre-Baptism preparation 
program for parents who desire to share their faith with 
their children. Parents-to-be must attend this class prior to 
the birth of their child. Baptisms are usually scheduled 
two times each month. Call the Rectory to register for 
classes. Godparents must be Confirmed and practicing 
Catholics. Non-parishioners are required to have a Letter 
of Recommendation to serve as a sponsor. 

 
Sacrament of Marriage: 

To be married in the Basilica, you must be an active 
parishioner for at least 9 months prior to setting a date. 
Engaged couples should contact the pastor before making 
other wedding arrangements. Couples are required to 
attend a Pre-Cana Conference, or equivalent pre-marriage 
preparation program. 

 
Letters of Recommendation: 

Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or 
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of 
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the 
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy 
Communion regularly, have their children attending a 
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married, 
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of 
the Catholic Church. 

 
Devotions: 

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament begins immediately 
after the 12:10 p.m. Mass in the Basilica on Fridays and 
concludes with Benediction at 5:00 p.m. 

 
First Friday: 

On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are 
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. Mass is celebrated at 
7:30 p.m. on First Friday. 

 
Care of the Sick: 

Please notify the rectory office for a visit to any family 
member who is sick, in the hospital or confined to home. 
Regular home Communion visits are usually on the First 
Friday of the month by a priest, deacon, or minister of the 
Eucharist.

Summary of the Readings 
Twenty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
 
 

In the ancient world, “household” was a wide-reaching concept. 
When Joshua today speaks of his household serving the Lord, he 
meant not just those people who lived inside his walls or those 
related to him by blood or marriage; he meant slaves or servants 
and their families, and anyone indebted to him in any way. Even 
his livestock and other possessions would be consecrated to 
service of God. In our world, we value allowing individuals their 
freedom to choose how they live, and wouldn’t think of offering 
our pets to the service of God. But, as we discern our vocation as 
disciples baptized into Christ, we can come to realize how far-
ranging the “households” of our lives still are: how we act toward 
our spouses, children, roommates or anyone we live with; our 
behavior with neighbors; or in public as we encounter many 
“strangers” every day in stores or traffic who suddenly are “next 
door” to us. How can we use our time, our resources, or gifts for 
selfless reasons rather than personal gain? No matter what life 
our witness to the Good News calls us to, we all have a “household” 
that must be consecrated to service of the Lord our God.  Copyright
