[If you are reading this on Saturday, December 2, remember 
the 2018 Sweepstake Kick Off Party which begins immediately 
after today’s 4:30 p.m. Mass in the OLV Elementary School 
cafeteria. Sweeps tickets are available at the door if you don’t 
already have yours.] After the Kick Off Party, sweepstakes 
tickets will be available at the Rectory, Gift Shop, School 
Office, and after weekend Masses, at the Basilica back door. 
 

This weekend is the First Sunday of Advent – the beginning of 
a new church year. This year, Advent is the shortest time 
possible (only three full weekends), since the last Sunday of 
Advent is also Christmas Eve. (Usually we have a few days 
between this Last Sunday of Advent and December 24. This 
year they are the same day). This means that, on Sunday, 
December 24, the morning Masses (8:00 a.m., 10:00 a.m. and 
Noon) will be for the Fourth Sunday of Advent. The evening 
Masses (4:00 p.m., 6:00 p.m. and Midnight), will be for 
Christmas. I’ve already been asked if there is any Mass on this 
day that counts for both Sunday and Christmas. The answer is 
“no”. To fulfil your Mass obligations for that weekend, we will 
all have to attend Mass once for Sunday and another time for 
Christmas.     
 

Sunday, December 10, at 1:00 p.m., Channel 7 will again play 
the video “Building A Basilica” – the story of the building of 
our church. This video has been played on countless television 
stations around the country since it was produced. I am pleased 
that it will again get a significant airing in the Buffalo area and 
around the country. Check it out on December 10, if you have 
not already seen it. The video is also available in our Gift Shop. 
 

This being the first Sunday of December, it is Coffee and 
Donuts Sunday. Stop down to the Marian Room after any of 
the Sunday morning Masses. 
 

This Monday, December 4, the Catholic Medical Association 
of Buffalo will sponsor an evening of Advent Reflection 
entitled “Seeking Christ in Our Ordinary Work: 
Encountering Christ in our Daily Lives as Healthcare 
Workers”. Father Sam will be conducting the evening. All 
healthcare workers are welcome to attend. It will take place in 
the Basilica’s Lower Level Chapel beginning at 7:00 p.m. Light 
refreshments will be served following the presentation.

Sacrament of Baptism: 
Our Parish offers a special Pre-Baptism preparation 
program for parents who desire to share their faith with 
their children. Parents-to-be must attend this class prior to 
the birth of their child. Baptisms are usually scheduled 
two times each month. Call the Rectory to register for 
classes. Godparents must be Confirmed and practicing 
Catholics. Non-parishioners are required to have a Letter 
of Recommendation to serve as a sponsor. 

 
Sacrament of Marriage: 

To be married in the Basilica, you must be an active 
parishioner for at least 9 months prior to setting a date. 
Engaged couples should contact the pastor before making 
other wedding arrangements. Couples are required to 
attend a Pre-Cana Conference, or equivalent pre-marriage 
preparation program. 

 
Letters of Recommendation: 

Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or 
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of 
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the 
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy 
Communion regularly, have their children attending a 
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married, 
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of 
the Catholic Church. 

 
Devotions: 

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament begins immediately 
after the 12:10 p.m. Mass in the Basilica on Fridays and 
concludes with Benediction at 5:00 p.m. 

 
First Friday: 

On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are 
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. Mass is celebrated at 
7:30 p.m. on First Friday. 

 
Care of the Sick: 

Please notify the rectory office for a visit to any family 
member who is sick, in the hospital or confined to home. 
Regular home Communion visits are usually on the First 
Friday of the month by a priest, deacon, or minister of the

Summary of the Readings  

First Sunday of Advent 
 
 
 

We begin the season of Advent with a heartfelt call for our own 
repentance. We remember God’s faithful love for us, and call 
upon God to help us to turn back. For “behold, you are angry, 
and we are sinful” (Isaiah 64:4). In the first reading and in the 
psalm, we recall God’s promises and lament our unfaithfulness 
and our guilt. We call upon God’s might and power in order to 
save us. With Isaiah, we ask God to “rend the heavens and 
come down, / with the mountains quaking before you” (Isaiah 
63:19). 
 

Yes, God is faithful to us, because we are the work of God’s 
hands. God is the potter, we are the clay. And yet, our concept 
of how God will come to save us is rooted in our own 
expectations of a warrior God who crushes mountains and 
thunders into our lives with great noise and glory. But God has 
a different plan: the Incarnation.
