A Message from Father Paul 
 

      Our annual Parish Sweepstakes takes place this Saturday 
evening, March 3, beginning immediately after the 4:30 p.m. 
Mass, in the Our Lady of Victory Elementary School cafeteria 
and Gym. Tickets are $50.00 each and are available at the door. 
      This being the first Sunday of the month, coffee and donuts 
will be available in the Marian Room after the morning Masses.  
Stop down for a cup of coffee, a donut, and some conversation 
with fellow parishioners. 
      At the 10:00 a.m. Mass this Sunday, the candidates who will 
be receiving sacraments at this spring’s Easter Vigil will take part 
in a  ceremony known as “First Scrutiny.” It consists of prayers 
and blessings for them on their faith journey which will lead them 
to baptism or full entrance into the Catholic Church, and 
Confirmation. These “Scrutinies” remind us all to pray for these 
folks as they prepare to enter the Catholic faith. As Lent unfolds, 
remember to pray for them and for all the catechumens and 
candidates throughout the world who are preparing for 
sacraments at the Easter Vigil.  
      After the Sunday Noon Mass this weekend, March 4, we will 
host the Lenten Soup Lunch in the Our Lady of Victory 
Elementary School cafeteria. Along with the soup lunch, we will 
have the second in the series of “Ask The Pastor” question-and-
answer sessions. Last week, we had about 30 folks for this soup 
lunch. We also had a very lively question and answer session. It 
was great fun. Join us, if you can, this Sunday, right after the 
Noon Mass. 
      This Sunday evening, March 4, I will be giving the first of 
three Sunday evening Lenten Reflections sponsored by the Lay 
Vicariate Council of our area. This reflection (“Prodigal Father/
Prodigal Son: Lessons in Forgiveness”) will be held at Nativity of 
Our Lady church in Orchard Park, beginning at 7:00 p.m. Next 
Sunday, March 11, Father Michael LaMarca, from St. John Paul 
II parish, Lake View, will speak on “How Pope Francis Helps Us 
Celebrate Lent.” The last of this series of Lenten Reflections, 
“Reflection on the Suffering of Jesus in the Gospel of St. Mark,” 
will be given by Msgr. Richard Siepka, Spiritual Director at 
Christ the King Seminary, on Sunday March 18. This is a 
particularly timely reflection, since we will be hearing St. Mark’s  
Passion Account the following weekend, as part of the Palm 
Sunday liturgy. A reception will follow each of these Sunday 
evening sessions.  
      Monday, March 5, at 7:00 p.m., our Parish Council will meet 
in the OLV School cafeteria. That same evening, at 8:00 p.m., the 
Parish Liturgy Committee will meet in the same place. 
      Don’t forget the Lenten Stations of the Cross each Friday 
during Lent at 7:00 p.m., followed by our special Lenten evening 
Mass at 7:30 p.m.   
      Next weekend, March 10 and 11, we will welcome Ms. Pat 
Fogarty, from Catholic Charities, who will be speaking at the 
homily time on this year’s Catholic Charities campaign. Each 
year, Catholic Charities serves thousands of people in Western 
New York, regardless of race, creed or ethnic background. Many 
of those served by Catholic Charities are right here in Lackawanna. 
The patron saint of this year’s Catholic Charities campaign is St. 
Clare, the friend and co-worker of St. Francis of Assisi. Look for 
the prayer cards and other literature on Catholic Charities at the 
exits of the Basilica. Pray for the success of this year’s campaign, 
and make your contribution to help all of us “love one another”  - 
the theme of Catholic Charities this year.

Sacrament of Baptism: 
Our Parish offers a special Pre-Baptism preparation 
program for parents who desire to share their faith with 
their children. Parents-to-be must attend this class prior to 
the birth of their child. Baptisms are usually scheduled 
two times each month. Call the Rectory to register for 
classes. Godparents must be Confirmed and practicing 
Catholics. Non-parishioners are required to have a Letter 
of Recommendation to serve as a sponsor. 

 
Sacrament of Marriage: 

To be married in the Basilica, you must be an active 
parishioner for at least 9 months prior to setting a date. 
Engaged couples should contact the pastor before making 
other wedding arrangements. Couples are required to 
attend a Pre-Cana Conference, or equivalent pre-marriage 
preparation program. 

 
Letters of Recommendation: 

Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or 
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of 
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the 
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy 
Communion regularly, have their children attending a 
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married, 
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of 
the Catholic Church. 

 
Devotions: 

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament begins immediately 
after the 12:10 p.m. Mass in the Basilica on Fridays and 
concludes with Benediction at 5:00 p.m. 

 
First Friday: 

On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are 
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. Mass is celebrated at 
7:30 p.m. on First Friday. 

 
Care of the Sick: 

Please notify the rectory office for a visit to any family 
member who is sick, in the hospital or confined to home. 
Regular home Communion visits are usually on the First 
Friday of the month by a priest, deacon, or minister of the 
Eucharist.

Summary of the Readings ~ Third Sunday of Lent 
 

There’s no better way to deepen our Lenten practice than to 
review the Ten Commandments. The first three, having to do 
with our right relationship to God, get the most ink. The one we 
busy people probably have the most problem with is keeping 
holy the Sabbath. 
 

If we take this commandment literally, babies will go undiapered 
and dishes will stay on the table, or perhaps meals will not be 
served. The sick will go unattended and nothing that has anything 
to do with physical labor will be done. Is mental labor really 
work? How about changing that dirty diaper (poor baby!)? 
 

We need to depend on God to discern how to observe real 
Sabbath time in our lives. The point of this commandment is 
that God has given us a great gift: one whole day per week 
when we are free to rest, worship God, sing, feast, love, and 
rejoice. As Psalm 19 proclaims: “The law of the LORD is 
perfect, / refreshing the soul” (19:8). Our Sabbath rest is a great 
gift, to be received from God with joy, not with nitpicking.
