This is the 
process by which non-Catholic adults who wish to become 
Catholic can do so, and baptized Catholics who have had no 
religious education training may become fully initiated Catholics. 
This year, classes will take place on Sunday afternoons, in the 
lower Basilica, from now until Easter – and slightly beyond.  
Pray for those adults who will be studying and learning the faith 
through this process. Pray also for the catechists who work with 
Father Sam to prepare these candidates for baptism or reception 
into full communion in the Catholic Church. 
 

Thursday is, of course, Thanksgiving. It is a day to give thanks 
to God for all his blessings – and to share these blessings with 
those around us. We will have two Masses on Thanksgiving Day.  
One at 7:30 a.m. The other at 10:00 a.m. The 10:00 a.m. Mass 
will include our annual food procession. When you come to 
this 10:00 a.m. Mass, please bring an offering of non-perishable 
canned goods to be brought up to the sanctuary during the 
procession, along with the bread and wine for Communion. 
This food donation will be given to the parish St. Vincent de 
Paul Society, to be shared with the poor during the holiday season. 
At both Masses on Thanksgiving Day, any cash donations will 
also be given to the St. Vincent de Paul Society, as they care for 
the needy in our neighborhood.

Sacrament of Baptism: 
Our Parish offers a special Pre-Baptism preparation 
program for parents who desire to share their faith with 
their children. Parents-to-be must attend this class prior to 
the birth of their child. Baptisms are usually scheduled 
two times each month. Call the Rectory to register for 
classes. Godparents must be Confirmed and practicing 
Catholics. Non-parishioners are required to have a Letter 
of Recommendation to serve as a sponsor. 

 
Sacrament of Marriage: 

To be married in the Basilica, you must be an active 
parishioner for at least 9 months prior to setting a date. 
Engaged couples should contact the pastor before making 
other wedding arrangements. Couples are required to 
attend a Pre-Cana Conference, or equivalent pre-marriage 
preparation program. 

 
Letters of Recommendation: 

Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or 
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of 
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the 
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy 
Communion regularly, have their children attending a 
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married, 
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of 
the Catholic Church. 

 
Devotions: 

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament begins immediately 
after the 12:10 p.m. Mass in the Basilica on Fridays and 
concludes with Benediction at 5:00 p.m. 

 
First Friday: 

On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are 
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. Mass is celebrated at 
7:30 p.m. on First Friday.

It is taken from the end of Jesus’ teaching in 
Jerusalem immediately preceding the account of his arrest and 
passion. In it Jesus gives his disciples hope to sustain them 
through his passion and death and any persecution or suffering 
that they would encounter after his resurrection.  
 

The words from the book of Daniel also provided hope and 
encouragement to the people of Daniel’s time. The encouragement 
in these scriptures is meant for us as well, for none of us will 
escape tribulation in our lives. Followers of Jesus will be able 
to endure suffering with joyful hope, knowing that Christ’s love 
will lead us along the way of discipleship and give us eternal 
life with God.
